U.S. Economic Impact:

The new facility will export farmed barramundi to the United States, but
given the small size of the project, it is not expected to have a
significant negative impact on U.S. employment. The project is expected
to have a negative impact on the U.S. balance of payments over the first
five years.

Developmental Effects:

This project will have a positive developmental impact on the host country
through the creation of jobs and the development of the vast but inefficient
aquaculture industry in Vietnam. This project will also generate foreign
exchange earnings through its exports to the United States, United Kingdom
and Australia.

Environment:

Fish processing and aquaculture industries are typically screened as Category
B projects under OPIC’s environmental guidelines because impacts are site
specific and readily mitigated using standard industry practices.

The Borrower shall be required to comply with:

OPIC's statutorily required standard worker rights language will be
supplemented with provisions concerning the rights of association,
organization and collective bargaining, age of workers, timely payment of wages,
hours of work, and hazardous working conditions. Standard and supplemental
contract language will be applied to all workers of the Project.
